Please find enclosed two slants each of ssu-7a (1749) and ssu-7A, 
am(l7). The former we got from you originally, I believe, and the 
latter from Tom Seale. At this point I do not know if they still show 
supersuppressor activity. We obtained them because we were interested 
in whether ssu's were cold-sensitive and, if they were, whether they 
showed defects in ribosome biosynthesis. We found that ssu-7a grew at 
43% of the rate of wild t ype at 10°C on Vogel's minimal. We did not 
test the A strain but I recall that Tom sent it because it was cold­
sensitive:- but I am not sure about that.
